The duration of the scheme
will be five years, from 2023-24 to 2027-28.With a budgetary outlay of 76322 crores, the scheme is expected to bring in investment of approximately 740,000 crores
and capacity addition of 25 MT for speciality steel. The scheme will give employment to about 5,25,000 people of which 68,000 will be direct employment.
Commenting on this landmark decision of Government of India, Sumit Deb, CMD, NMDC expressed that "The PLI scheme would certainly give a fillip to the
domestic steel industry and will be an important milestone in the journey towards making India self-reliant "Aatmanirbhar Bharat".
